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FLORIDA PTA REFLECTIONS
STATE RULES and RECOGNITION
Local Units with a County Council

A local PTA/PTSA must be in good standing with Florida PTA and their County Council.   

Local Units without a County Council may participate in the following manner:

· Inform your Region Representative that your PTA/PTSA will be participating. 

· If you do not know who your region representative is, please call the Florida PTA office at 800-373-5782. 

· Regions will judge entries and the rules for a council will need to be followed if more than one local unit in a county wants to participate.

ONLY if your school is the only one in the county to participate may you send entries directly to Florida PTA.  Number of entries: For all age divisions: A total of four (4) entries in each of the six arts categories.  If you have more than one age division in your school, you can only send an equal number of entries from each age division.  For example, an elementary school, grades Pre-K through 5 would have two age divisions, Primary and Intermediate.  You would then send two entries from Primary grades for each arts category, and two from Intermediate for each arts category.

A LOCAL UNIT is in GOOD STANDING for the Reflections Program if:

Your local PTA/PTSA's bylaws have been renewed and are current through the end of March 2008.  For example: If your bylaws were to expire February 15, you would need to get them renewed before submitting entries to your County Council PTA or Region Representative.

Some membership dues have been paid to the Florida PTA office by December 15th of the submitting school year.  Check with your County Council since it may have a similar rule.

While State and National do not require a local unit to have insurance some School Boards or Counties may.

Florida PTA Awards and Recognition

All recognition certificates and awards are sent to the County Council PTA or Region Representative for distribution to the local units.

Every student that reaches the State level of the program receives a letter of Participation and Certificate of Participation from the Florida PTA.
One Award of Excellence is selected per age division and art category.   They will represent Florida PTA at the National level.   They will receive a letter of recognition, an award certificate, a Reflection's Medal and a $100 Visa or American Express Gift Card.
Up to five Award of Merit entries are selected per age division and art category.  These students will receive a letter of recognition, an award certificate and a Reflection's Ribbon.
Florida PTA state award winners will be posted on the Florida PTA website on March 31, 2008.

National PTA announces their award winners sometime in April/May.  If a student from Florida PTA places at the National level they will receive a letter from Florida PTA notifying them of their award.  National PTA sends the awards directly to the student in June.
